· Funded several initiatives for Lifeline Gordon, including the production of comprehensive counselor training material that has applicability in Lifeline branches throughout Australia. The training of new counselors is regularly sponsored.

· Assisted the Clarke Road School for Specific Purposes (Hornsby) by upgrading teacher and student facilities. This has created a more peaceful environment which will assist in the integration of students back into our community. 

· Implemented an on-going support program for a number of key initiatives at the Westmead Children’s Hospital in Sydney.
